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Behind the attractive title „Mammals vs. Dinosaurs” (presentation prepared by Mr. Andrej Mertelj) was developed the theme how not only the large multinational companies, but also small and medium-sized domestic companies need ERP. The large and complex systems for business management, so called “dinosaurs”, are doing great job for the corporations, but for a much smaller business is difficult to adapt complex systems, designed for strictly hierarchical company, for a company with a much smaller dimensions and structure.
